Il. Guest Speaker - Kim Fischer - MAP Testing

MAP 'Measure of Academic Progress' tests are made by NWEA. This testing has been
around since the mid 1970's. Their web site, nwea.org, is full of information concerning
this test. Please use that site to find out more. Contact Kim Fisher if you have any
guestions.

MAP testing is a computer based adaptive test. The questions your child gets during the
test is dependent on how they answer them. For example, all children in a grade level
will start with the same question. However, the next question they get is dependent on
if they answered the first one right or wrong.

Testing sessions are 50 minutes long.

The 3rd, 4th, and 5th graders will be taking this test. Parents, please make sure your
child has a good breakfast and is well rested. Please try not to schedule appointments
on the test days. Please see information in the Thursday Folder on what days your child
will be tested.

Some information will be available by the end of the year. But, in general, this test does
not yield valid data on a student until they have taken it 3 times. So, for your children,
they are taking it for the first time this month. They will take it at the end of the year
and again at the beginning of next year. Therefore, during P/T conferences in
November 2012, you should expect detailed information on your child from this test. In
the meantime, teachers might have limited detail on reading ability to help you with
summer reading. Check with your child's teacher near the end of the year.

It is anticipated that the WKCE testing that is standard for Wisconsin students will be
moving to a format similar to the MAP testing.
